This scholarship was established by the MUSA/RS for Michigan Competitive Roller Skaters. The

intent of this award is to identify, honor and aid competitive roller skater in obtaining a higher degree

of education. The MUSA/RS Scholarship Committee with the amount to be determined by

MUSA/RS will award two equal scholarships. The scholarships are The Fred and Marge

Messenger Artistic Scholarship Award and the Dick Heath Speed Scholarship Award, scholarships have a maximum of $IOOO per annual award. All scholarships will be paid directly to the school in which the recipient is enrolled. All scholarships are non-renewable.
To be considered for the MUSA/RS scholarship, a student must return the typed completed

application with a current transcript (college or High School) and three letters of recommendation by

(TBD 2009). The winner must be accepted and enrolled in an accredited college or trade school as a

full time student by the beginning of the fall or winter term of the coming year. The applicant must

have participated as a Michigan Competitive Roller Skater for a total of two consecutive years and

demonstrated a further commitment to the sport of roller-skating. The applicant must have a GPA of

2.5 for the past 2 years and continue maintaining an academic record of at least 2.5.

The MUSAIRS Scholarship Committee handles the selection of winners and the administration of

the scholarships. All scholarships will be awarded at the State Invitational. The MUSAIRS

Committee is composed of the United States Amateur Confederation of Roller Skaters Michigan

President, the Speed Coaches Association of Michigan President, Society of Roller Skating Teachers

of Michigan President and one Michigan school administrator. If the presidents of any of these

organizations are unable to participate, the vice chair or officer appointed by the president may

participate. The Committee will choose the winners by evaluating each applicant's academic record,

quality of leadership and contribution to the sport of roller-skating. All candidates will be required to

attend an interview session with the MUSAIRS Scholarship Committee, at a date and time to be

determined by the committee. Failure to appear for the interview or to provide the required

documentation shall result in disqualification and an alternate chosen for each award.
